Talk About on Tape – blood transfusion needed

The cassette version of Talk About, the Ditchling Dialogue and Village Voice is now coming up to its seventh birthday.  It has been produced every month by a group of volunteers recruited through The Hassocks Village Plan. Unfortunately, they also are seven years older – and feeling it – and some new blood is badly needed. The time commitment is not great, but inflexible as we need to keep to the press deadlines.

Our most urgent need is for someone who is comfortable with tape recording equipment.  We have a purpose-built system and fortunately the volunteer who built it is still available in case of system failure – though happily that has never yet happened. The job would involve overseeing the recording in Keymer, on the penultimate or last Wednesday morning of at least every other month, and then, ideally,  taking the master tape to Haywards Heath to fast-copy about 40 cassettes. 

We also need more male readers.  Many of our listeners have poor hearing as well as poor sight and appreciate a clear male voice. The time commitment would be on the same Wednesday morning from 9.30 to 11.30 am and probably only every other month – we work on a rota system, planned six months in advance to give readers flexibility.

The cassettes are sent out from Hassocks by post, and at present one volunteer looks after the whole operation.  She badly needs a back-up who could do the job if she were out of action. Without her the whole project risks falling to pieces. Someone who is a car driver and happy with paperwork for a few hours each month would be ideal.
